“Nonverbal Communication In Groups: 

What To Look For and How To Respond”

Research suggests that when communicating verbally, more than fifty percent of the communication is actually nonverbal.  In 1987 a nonverbal research study used movement analysis to study movements a psychiatrist and a patient generated in their conversations in sessions over a three year period.  That study looked for correlations between the clarity of movement expression and a patient’s improvements.  A more recent study analyzed movements prisoners made at their arraignments, to see if it was possible to discern if a prisoner was lying based on his or her movement patterns.  Elements of these studies will be presented in a larger discussion about nonverbal communication in group therapy.  This talk will explore some of the basic movement qualities and patterns that function during group sessions.  We will also engage in a bit of nonverbal communication ourselves – be prepared to move a bit!

Ted Ehrhardt is a Dance/Movement Therapist, working in inpatient psychiatry at Woodhull Hospital.  He is a Certified Movement Analyst, trained at the Laban/Bartenieff Institute of Movement Studies. His thesis for his CMA was an observation project which studied a painter’s movement while creating a painting of the Vietnam War Memorial in Washington.  He was looking for correlations between the movement qualities used to paint and the content of the finished painting.  Ted has participated in several studies looking specifically at nonverbal expression in verbal communication.   In addition to the studies mentioned above, he conducted a study looking at how patients cycled in planes of movement in groups, and how those planes may have had links to treatment issues.  Another examined sexual behavior in groups, trying to discern how group members decided what was appropriate and what was not. Ted has been on the faculty at the Laban/Bartenieff Institute of Movement Studies, and the faculty of the Pratt Institute Graduate Dance/Movement Therapy Program for many years.  He is the subject of a film titled Moving Stories: Portraits of Dance/Movement Therapy.
